(¢) Faliling to construct and maintain housing
facilities for anfimals so that surfaces may be readily cleaned
and sanitized or pe replaced when necessary;

(d) Fajiling keep water receptacles clean and
sanitized;

(e) Fajiling to store supplies of food and bedding so
as to adequately protect them against contamination;

(f) Failing to provide for the regular and frequent
collection, removgl, and disposal of animal and food wastes,
bedding, debris, garbage, water, other fluids and wastes, and
dead animals, in a manner that minimizes contamination and
disease risks; and

(g) Faliling to construct and maintain housing
facilities for animals so that sufficient lighting is provided.
