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Order 

Re!pondent J~anette Baucom is disqualified for an 

uninterrupted period of five years from showing, exhibiting, or 

entering any horse, directly or indir~ctly through any agent, 

employee, or other device, and from judging, managing or 

otherwise participat~ng in any horse show, horse exhibition, or 

horse sale or auction. For the purposQs of thig Order, 

"participating" means engaging in any activity beyond that of a 

ap&ctator and includes, without limitation, transporting or 

arranging for the tran~portation of horses to or from any horse 

show, hor~e exhibition, or hor~e sale or auction, personally 

givin9 instructions to exhibitore, ~nd being preaent in the 

warm-up or inspection areas, or in any area where spcctatore are 

not allowed. Jurisdiction is retained for the limited purpose of 

·enforcement of this paragraph. 

This order shall have the same effect as if entered after a 

full hearing and shall become effective upon ia~uance.
